1) Unfair  play  by  the  players  will  not  be  tolerated  by  the  referees  or  the  judiciary.  Logan  players  have  already  been  dealt  numerous  YELLOW  or  RED  cards  and  we  are  only  at  the  end  of  week  two  of  an  18  week  season.  Everone  must  appreciate  that  this  style  of  poor  play  has  a  bad  effect  on  the  whole  club.

2) Poor  behaviour  by  Coaches  and  Managers.  I  have  now  received  three  phone  calls  concerning  lying  and  unfair  behaviour  by  a  couple  of  our  team’s  management.  This  shows  Logan  as  poor  Rugby  Team  Managers  to  other  clubs  but  also  sets  a  bad  example  to  our  players.

3) Childish  outbursts  by  spectators.  The  behaviour  of  Logan  spectators  at  one  game  has  now  seen  the  club  reported  for  misconduct.  This  not  only  impacts  on  our  club  but  also  is  a  very  poor  example  to  the  players.

I  would  ask  everyone  to  remember  that  while  every  team  is  out  there  to  win  the  most  important  aspects  of  junior  rugby  are

1) The  players  learn  discipline.  Players  need  to  learn  that  they  need  to  turn  up  to  training  sessions  and  games  on  time  as  they  belong  to  a  team.

2) The  players  learn  respect.  Players  need  to  respect  the  referees / officials  and  the  rules  of  the  game.

3) The  players  enjoy  themselves.  We  want  all  players  to  come  back  next  year.

On  a  positive  note  well  done  to  every  team,  their  players  and  the  team  managers / coaches.  This  year  sees  Logan  fielding  12  teams  in  the  junior  competition.

A  big  congratulations  goes  to  Timo  Siaki  who  has  been  awarded  an  Australian  Rugby  Union  Scholarship.  This  scholarship  is  to  help  Timo  develop  his  refereeing  skills.
