Girls Rugby Teams to be introduced into the 2009 BJRU Rugby Competition

The BJRU are looking to introduce U14, U16 & U18 girls rugby teams into their 2009 competition program. The BJRU are looking for a girls team for each age group to be established in the four Brisbane regions of North, South, East and West.

The push for the establishment for a teenage girls rugby competition comes about due to the fact that girls cannot play mixed rugby after U12's and apart from a few schools who have girls rugby teams, there is no competition available for teenage girls (13 to 17 years) to play.

The BJRU competition will either be based around a cluster format or regular (e.g. weekly or fortnightly) games played on a Friday night or Saturday. This will ultimately be decided by the sub committee based on their meetings with interested participants.

Registration of players will occur at the individual club of the players choice at a nominal fee (i.e. the cost of the player levy fee payable to the BJRU). This enables clubs to increase their membership without the expense of supporting small numbers of players that can not form at team directly related to the club. An additional amount will be payable to the BJRU direct which will cover costs such as jerseys, training and playing equipment. This ensures that all female players in these age groups are paying an equitable entrance fee not dependant on the club they are registered with. 

Expressions of interest will be sort from existing clubs in regard to ‘hosting’ a team. This will entail the inclusion of the team in their training time schedule and registering the team as part of their club for insurance purposes (this cost will be refunded by the BJRU). Ultimately the ‘hosting’ clubs will be determined by the BJRU management committee taking into consideration other aspects outside of the submitted expressions of interest such as location of intending players and probable travel times. 

Rules of the competition will be in accordance with the existing BJRU competition rules however it may be necessary in the initial stage to commence the competition under the midi laws. This will be determined by the subcommittee after consultation with coaches and players and with approval from the BJRU management committee. A Girls Rugby sub committee will be formed that consists of one representative from each region and a BJRU representative who will act as the chairperson and report back to the BJRU management committee.  

Anyone who is interested in becoming involved with girls rugby is encouraged to contact the BJRU directly.
