U16 & U17 END SEASON TO COMMENCE 2nd AUGUST

The U16 & U17 end season competition will commence on Sunday 2nd August. This year the U16 and U17 competitions will be separate with the U16 teams playing 5 games over 4 weeks; with the top 2 teams in each division playing for the premiership on 30th August.  The U17 competition will be extended to a 6 week competition (Div 3) with finals the following week and a 7 week competition for Div 1 & 2 with semis being played on 13th September and the grand finals being played with the Brisbane Senior Club finals on Sunday 20th September.
This competition will be used to select an U17 City side to play against a Qld Country side on 26th September at Ballymnore at the inaugural Qld City Vs Country Carnival.
From this game a team of 22 will be selected into the Qld U17 team to travel to Sydney the following week to play both the U17 ACT and U17 NSW sides.
Players must be playing in the end season competition to be eligible for selection. There will be two viewing days held for selectors and a possible vs probable trial will be held for the final City team selection.
To be elgibile for selection, players must be playing in the U17 Post Season competition.
U16 QLD TRAIN ON SQUAD ANNOUNCED

A initial train-on squad of 122 players has been selected to vie for places in one of the Junior Reds' two Under 16 teams in 2009.
	Queensland is the defending champions at Under 16 level, after its  two teams finished first and second at the 2008 national titles.

Players in the initial train-on squad will be required at the Anglican Church Grammar School sporting fields on the 9th of August from 8:30 am – 1:00 pm. 

Additional players will be evaluated over the next two weeks which will include the QRFSU Under 15 Schools State Championships, National Indigenous Under 16 Championships and club rugby.

Any players listed in the Train On Squad who are currently registered and playing at club level are expected to keep this commitment.  Any clashes will be discussed between the individual player and Junior Reds Coach Jason Gilmore, however it should be noted that club rugby will be supported by the Reds Performance Rugby Department.

Players in the train-on squad will be contacted and receive an information letter which outlines all details of the trial and selection process.

Alternatively, players can contact the Junior Reds Coach at jason.gilmore@qru.com.au to have the information emailed to them directly.

U15 & U17 REPRESENTATIVE HONOURS AVAILABLE

2009 will see the inaugural Qld City Vs Country carnival take place on Saturday 26th September with teams in U15, U17 through to seniors competing against each other. Brisbane Junior Rugby Union will select the U15 and U17 City teams from their club players
Players for the U15 team will be viewed throughout the remaining competition and finals games as well as being viewed at the recent QJRU State Championships.

Players for the U17 team will be viewed on two separate viewing days during the End season competition and only players participating in the end season will be eligible for selection.

From here a possible vs probable trial will be held for both age groups with the final 22 players for each team being selected.

These teams will train the week leading up to the City vs Country game.  It is from this game that a Qld U15 and a Qld U17 team will be selected to train the following week and travel to Sydney to play the ACT and NSW.

SEASON LENGTH
BMTA’s Summer 2009/10 season at Whites Hill for Boys willbegin on Friday 9th October 2009. These competitions will consist of 12 weeks of fixtures and 2 weeks of finals.
 

Grand finals are scheduled for Thursday, 4th March 2010 and Friday 5th March. There are no
games played in the school holidays commencing Monday 14th December and recommence the week of
25th January 2010.
 

AusTouch is a simple way of introducing children 5-9, to the basics of Touch footy in a fun and progressive
program, which builds on the skills, concepts and rules over the sessions. It is designed to be suitable for
children that have had limited or no past involvement in Touch. Like many other sports, this program is
the first step that a child can take to begin participating in Touch Football.
 

The schedule for the season includes spare nights to provide for rescheduling of games cancelled
because of weather conditions, blackouts, or other circumstances. If spare nights are not required for
rescheduled games, semi-finals and grand finals will be played earlier.
To be eligible for the BMTA Mustangs Representative team in Winter 2010, children must be registered
with BMTA and have played in either the previous Winter 09 Season and or Summer Season 2009/10.
 

Team Composition - Age and Gradings
Divisions include Sub-Junior (10 and under), Junior 2 (12 and under), Junior 1 (14 and under),
Intermediate (16 and under) and Senior (18 and under). Age groups are worked out as follows. 18 Years
and Under—Born on or after 1/1/91, 16 Years and Under—Born on or after 1/1/93, 14 Years and Under—
Born on or after 1/1/95, 12 Years and Under—Born on of after 1/1/97. 10 Years and Under—Born on or
after 1/1/99. Please note that should insufficient nominations be received in any given division, BMTA
reserves the right to merge divisions into appropriate groups without notice. Please note that a minimum of
4 teams is required to run an age group.
 

Individual players without Touch experience and with below average physical attributes for Touch may
participate in a lower age division, provided that they have the written approval of BMTA’s Competition
Manager. Players with better than average physical attributes and skills for Touch for their age may
participate in a higher age division if prior written parental approval is provided to the Competition
Manager. Females can only play in girl’s competitions. Males can only play in boy’s competitions.
18 and Under, 16 and Under , 14 & Under and 12 & Under
Competitions are 6-a-side with no maximum number of registered players. However, only 14 players are
allowed to play in the finals series.
10 & Under—Under 10’s play under modified rules as follows.
Field Size: The playing field size is to be 50m x 35m.
Team Composition: 5 players must be on the field at all times. There is no maximum number of
registered players.
Acting Half: The acting half cannot run/travel with the ball they must pass the ball off immediately.
Defence: The defence cannot move up until the first receiver has received the ball.
Coaches: Coaches are permitted on the field until the Midway point of the
season in A grade, and all season in B grade.
 

Game Times
Competitions commence at 5.30pm on a Thursday night at Whites Hill, with
timeslots following on at 6.15pm, 7.00pm, 7.45pm and 8.30pm. Teams must
be available to play all timeslots, as we cannot accommodate requests for
the exclusion of a particular timeslot. Allocation of games to available time
slots is at the discretion of the Competition Manager. Generally, the
younger children play in the early time slots and the older juniors play in
the later time slots. Game duration will typically be 2 x 18 minute halves.
Boys on a Friday night will be commencing at 5:40pm.
 

Team Nominations
Teams wishing to play in BMTA’s Summer 2009/10 season at Whites Hill must complete a team
nomination form, which can be downloaded from our website, and submit it to the administration office,
with a $100 non-refundable deposit, by Friday 18th September 2009. All nominations received
electronically (email/fax) or via post will receive a confirmation email confirming their acceptance into the
BMTA competition.
 

Important season dates are emailed and posted to all team contacts well in advance of the approaching
season. Acceptance of nominations are contingent on the following:
1. A signed nomination form is received by the BMTA office.
2. The $100 non-refundable deposit is received with the nomination form.
3. Nominations may close prior to dates mentioned above if full capacity is reached.
Nominations are accepted on a first-in-first-served basis. Early nomination is therefore highly
advisable.
Acceptance of team nominations is at the discretion of BMTA management.
 

Team Names -We propose that we use Logan Saints as our team name - as U10's and a few others will be competing under this name as well - but like rugby - they are distinguished via the Under (ie: Logan Saints U11/U15 etc )
 

Teams are to propose a team name when submitting the nomination form. Names deemed to be
offensive or in poor taste will be rejected. Teams in the same competition must have different names. A
team proposing a name that has already been taken will be asked to propose an alternative name.
The following team names are unavailable or are not permitted as a part of a team name. The team
names unavailable due to being Junior Clubs are Tigers and Southern Storm.
 

Team Contacts’ Responsibilities
Team contacts are to ensure that:
·  team fees are paid in-full by the due date;
·  all players taking the field are listed on the team registration form, which must be submitted to the
administration office by the completion of Week 2 of the competition;
·  Any new people are added to the team sheet as soon as they start playing after round 2.
·  the Competition Manager is advised immediately of any changes to your contact details in writing;
and
·  all players abide by BMTA rules and procedures (including uniform, footwear, offensive language,
and Code of Conduct policies ).
·  Only a coach and or team manager is permitted in the substitution box.
·  Every team must have 1 non playing, designated person who is responsible for the teams on field
behaviour and conduct.
These matters are not to be delegated to each individual player or parent.
 
Team Fees 

The balance of team fees owing, after the nomination fee has been deducted, is due by the completion
of the second week of competition. Teams with outstanding fees after this date will forfeit competition
points and maybe subject to further penalties. ‘Red Cards’ will be issued for notification however, the
game will go ahead so that the opposition is not disadvantaged. Please see the nomination form for the
methods of payment accepted.
Teams with outstanding fees will have the team contact’s details forwarded to BMTA’s debt collecting
agency, and a 25% collection charge added to the outstanding balance.
BMTA reserves the right to forfeit points won by teams that do not pay fees by the due date.
Please note that any team that withdraws on or after the first competition night are liable to pay the full
balance of team fees owing, regardless of the number of games
actually played.
 

APPAREL - (Uniforms)   Logan Rugby shirts can be used 
 
Players must wear matching playing tops or matching one-piece outfits. White uniforms are not permitted
as they are the same colour as the referee uniforms.
 

All players are to wear identifying numbers, not less than 16cm in height, clearly displayed on the front or
rear of the top or one-piece outfit. No two players of the same team may wear the same number.
Numbers cannot be temporarily taped to shirts.
From the start of Round 3 onwards for players without correct uniform a bib maybe hired from BMTA
Night Admin to permit them to play. The hire of bibs will cost $10 cash ($5 refunded to player after return
of bib to night admin). If the uniform of 2 teams are identical, 1 team will be supplied at zero cost a set of
bibs for the match, however a security deposit will be required to obtain bibs. The team contact will be
invoiced for any bibs not returned after the game. The invoiced amount will be regarded as outstanding
team fees.
 

Footwear
Shoes with screw-in studs or cleats are not to be worn by any player. Light leather or synthetic shoes
with soft-moulded soles are permitted, provided individual studs are no longer than 13mm in length; the
measurement being taken from the sole of the boot. Hard-moulded football/rugby boots are not
permitted due to their potential to cause serious injury and the field damage they produce.
