Council advises that our new fields and clubhouse at Meakin Park will be completed by September 2011.

Logan City Rugby Union Club to call Meakin Park home
Wednesday, 5 May 2010
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Logan City Rugby Union Club will soon have a top of the range sporting facility at Meakin Park to call home thanks to a $4.5 million project funded by Logan City Council and the State Government.

Council will contribute $3 million to the Queens Rd development while the State Government's Sport and Recreation Department has committed $1.5 million.

Health, Sport and Community Services Committee Chairperson, Councillor Phil Pidgeon (Division 9), said Meakin Park was chosen after an arrangement to use some of the grounds at Griffith University's  Logan Campus fell through.

"Meakin Park is an excellent location for Logan City Rugby Union Club's base and the new facility will not only benefit club members, but the whole community," he said.

"The grounds will also be used by touch football players and there is the opportunity for more sports to use the facility."

The new grounds will have three lit playing fields, a clubhouse, amenities, spectator seating and a car park.

"The Logan City Rugby Union Club has been on the lookout for new grounds for a while now - rugby union is becoming increasingly popular and their old ground at Shailer Park's Homestead Park was struggling to keep up with the demands of the club," Cr Pidgeon said.

"We are pleased that they now have the opportunity to enjoy a brand new sporting facility."

Deputy Mayor, Councillor Russell Lutton (Division 2), said the new facility would offer countless opportunities and pathways for city's sporting community.

"Logan has an enviable reputation for producing elite athletes in a wide range of individual and team sports and rugby union is certainly a sport where we show a lot of promise,'' he said.

''This facility will allow Logan City Rugby Union Club to offer a pathway for junior rugby union players to achieve their potential. It will give the club the opportunity to play at the highest level of competition in south east Queensland and this opportunity will open a lot of doors for our youth.

''It is also great to see the facility will be available to other clubs and sports to develop their athletes.''

Cr Pidgeon said Council was very conscious of the social benefits of sport within the community, as well as for the individual's health and fitness.

"This new facility will provide sports lovers throughout Logan with yet another high quality space to enjoy,'' he said.

"It is wonderful news for the Logan City Rugby Union Club, and for all sports fans throughout Logan.

"Council is committed to providing top class sports facilities, and the Meakin Park playing fields will be no exception."

Cr Pidgeon said work on the Meakin Park facility would start within the next three months and it is set to be finished in mid to late-2011.

Logan City can proudly claim to have produced many sporting talents and Logan City Council's decision to fund a new rugby union facility as part of its 2010/2011 Budget could prove just the tonic to develop a future Wallaby.

Health, Sport and Community Services Committee Chairperson, Councillor Phil Pidgeon (Division 9), said community members regularly approached Council lauding the city's sporting facilities and he was confident the new sporting development would enhance Logan's reputation as great place to live.

He said Council had voted to allocate more than $3 million to develop the first-class sports complex at Meakin Park which would be used primarily as the city's major rugby union facility.

The Queensland Government has contributed $1.5 million to the project. ''This facility at Meakin Park, Slacks Creek, will boast three full-sized, fully-lit playing fields, a clubhouse, two amenities buildings, spectator seating and a car park,'' Cr Pidgeon said. "Meakin Park is an excellent location for the main rugby union facility in Logan - it is going to be an asset for the whole community. "The grounds will also be used for touch football competitions and there will be the opportunity for more sports to make use of the facility.

SAINTS Seniors, Women and Colts Selection Policy

It is the aim of the Logan Saints Rugby Club to give fair and equitable playing time to all financial members. Given the need to carry squads depending on draw allocations the notion of equitable playing time may be spread over successive matches.

Team Selections will be based upon the following principles:

1. All players will be selected on merit.

2. Merit is determined by

a. Financial status

b. Game performance

c. Training performance

3. All teams will be selected after Tuesday night’s training. Highest level team will be selected first then next team and so on.

4. All coaches will negotiate selection with the coaches of the grade immediately above them. This will allow for

a. Requirements for reserves

b. Strategic positioning of players for future selection.

5. All selections are made in accordance with the club’s priority to field four full senior teams, a women’s team and two colt’s teams every week.

6. All players that are relegated from a side must be spoken to by the coaching team and given constructive feedback.

7. A player relegated from a higher grade must 

a. Be on the bench for that team

b. Start in the grade below

8. Players who cannot train for what ever reason must communicate an apology and a reason before the commencement of that training to the coaching team. If a player does not communicate to the coaches than he/she will be relegated to the team below.

9. Selections may be flexible at the discretion of the Head Coach and/or Senior Committee at assist in the qualifying for finals.
