The Barbarians will be captained by Easts flanker Phil Braban and features players from all 10 Queensland Premier clubs. 
The Triple M Fia Fia Celebrity Footy Cup will see the Red Team, named Savaii, up against the Blue Team, named Upolu. The teams have been named after the two main Samoan Islands, and were coined by Triple M listeners. 
Triple M will broadcast live from Ballymore, with some free fun for the kids as well as raffles and more. Greg ‘Marto” Martin is also calling on game-goers to bring in pre-loved rugby gear, including footballs, to be sent to Samoa.
