Logan Saints escaped with a 15 all draw against North’s to remain one of the 4 undefeated sides in the Brisbane first division.  A try to fullback Luke Leeming from a well placed Tim Burrow bomb with 6 minutes to go rescued what was an unlikely draw for the Saints.

“The lack of preparation really told on our performance today, (Logan have been able to muster only one training session in 3 weeks due to councils field closures for wet weather) but that can’t be used as an excuse we lacked composure and direction at vital times and that cost us dearly. Now that we are back to a more regular training routine I am expecting some considerable improvements.” said Coach Mark Forrester.

Forrester pointed to exactly where he expects the improvement to come from.  “Our backline misfired today we simply didn’t apply pressure to the areas we targeted, with our new style of backline play we are in a transition period when it works like the games against the Sunny Coast and West’s were at the top of our game when it doesn’t we are relying on our forwards. It really about building confidence in our game plan and our ability to execute it under pressure.”

 Saints forwards dominated from the start and kept Logan within striking distance after falling to an 8 nil deficit just be halftime a Tim Burrow try and a penalty to Jay Staunton level the scores at 8 all before Norths struck back  to lead 15-8 deep into the second half. 

“Our forwards generally dominated the set piece, however it was hard to say too much about the general play as it was very much a one or two phase game and I think both sides became frustrated with that and the refereeing of the breakdown. “

“To be honest I was impressed with both sides discipline in difficult circumstances, all we really want as coaches and players is consistency from the referees which we have experienced through the state cup and the first round. We will go back through the proper channels and get some clarification but I’d prefer to think it was a one off and we just move on.”

Logan were best served by hard working back rowers Sonny Wainohu and Jay Staunton the latter pulling off two try saving covering tackles late in the game, while impressive lock David Temperley continued his great form from the state cup. Front rower Stew Cameron made some important contributions around the field and in the set pieces.

The saints take on Sunnybank this weekend with the local derby sure to be a very physical affair.

Ballymore Redevelopment
This week marks the 41st anniversary of the official opening of the 

Ballymore stadium by the then Queensland Governor, Sir Alan Mansfield.

Although the QR Reds now play their Investec Super 14 matches at Suncorp 

Stadium, Ballymore retains its iconic status as the spiritual home of 

Queensland Rugby. The ground is still used for hundreds of games during the 

year, from the Queensland Premier Rugby finals to the junior state 

championships and grand finals.

Ballymore is probably the most valuable asset in Australian Rugby: neither 

the ARU nor any other rugby state has anything like it. However annual 

maintenance costs are a significant drain on QRU financial resources and a 

way has to be found to preserve this sporting asset for the future.

As you may be aware, Queensland Rugby has proposed a redevelopment of 

Ballymore into a 'multi sport community health and fitness centre'. A first 

step in this strategic direction has also been made with the Queensland Roar 

being welcomed as tenants.

Unfortunately there is an action group lobbying against our right to 

redevelop this asset we have owned for over 40 years and who wish for 

control of the property to be handed back to the State Government and turned 

into parkland. Ballymore is too important to a lot of people both 

historically and functionally for this to happen.

The proposal now before the Brisbane City Council involves a specialist 

sports medicine/rehabilitation centre, accommodation for sports teams and 

other improvements designed to make the complex initially self-supporting 

and eventually revenue-generating.

These include a gymnasium, pool complex, additional sporting oval, bike and 

walking tracks.

The project would also be a jobs-generator: 400 construction jobs, 300+ full 

time jobs upon completion, $90 million of direct expenditure plus a 

multiplier of another $90m locally.

The QRU has spent almost two years finetuning its development application 

and originally was promised a $25m Federal grant from the former Howard 

Government for a rugby academy.

After the new Federal Government was elected this grant was withdrawn, 

despite the fact that it would have been the first allocation of federal 

funding to rugby union in over 11 years - a period in which cricket, soccer, 

Aussie rules and rugby league each received between $18m-$150m for 

infrastructure projects.

We are confident, with support, we can have this grant reinstated. But 

firstly we need our development application approved by the Brisbane City 

Council and this is where you can help.

Please ask your friends and family in the rugby community to ensure 

Queensland Rugby's future and encourage them to write a letter of support to 

the council.

This will help our efforts to redevelop Ballymore, keep the gates open to 

the public and safeguard the future of Queensland Rugby.
