I am very happy to announce that the Senior Squad (1st and 2nd grade) have a Leadership Team of Rex Harrison, Chris Staunton and Tim Woods. These players are leaders on and off the field. Their responsibility is to be a contact point for the player and to help the coaching staff

CHARACTER

When I talk about character, I am referring to such good old qualities as honesty, work ethic, forthrightness, integrity, loyalty, fortitude, and persistence. When I mention loyalty, what I mean is they certainly should show loyalty to whom ever they’re playing for at the time. Now these are not qualities which babies are born with, rather they are qualities which people develop as they grow up. They learn them from those who influence them – mums and dads, brothers and sisters, teachers, mentors, friends and coaches. Either they learn good stuff, or bad stuff.

As coaches, you can’t change the world, but you can do your piece to encourage character, self-reliance and leadership in the players that we coach. I am reminded of the old story about the little boy walking along the beach where there were tens of thousands of starfish washed up and dying. When a man saw the little boy throwing them back into the sea one by one, he told the boy he was wasting his time, that he wasn’t making any difference. The little boy replied, “I made a difference to that one, I made a difference to this one.” And as coaches, you can make a difference with your players.

So what can you do? Well firstly, you can build a good culture in our teams. You can teach your kids, whatever age they are, that standards and values are important. Those things like honesty, loyalty, and up-front communication, putting the team first and supporting your mates on and off the field are core values of your team. And, of course, you must role model those values yourself. I would encourage you to come up with a little card, or something similar, which clearly outlines what the team values are (this will be very simple for young kids, but you get my drift). Or you can write it on a page and give it to everyone (including parents) and then hand out the cards (as a symbolic gesture) as you go through the season when players demonstrate their commitment to team values. With older players you’ll want to give them a say in what these values are, but try to get a few key senior players on board beforehand to lead the way, especially if you’re a little uncertain what they’ll come up with. Players will be keener to adhere to team standards and values that they’ve played a part in designing than they will if they have been imposed upon them.

TEAM GROUP

What I have noticed about the Senior Squad is that they are willing to learn and go out of their comfort zone. Last year the game plan was a forward’s orientated game. Over the preseason the coaches and myself have been amazed at the energy, enthusiasm and development of the players with props throwing 10 metre passes and working harder of the ball to support. What the coach’s are trying to develop is a champion team, a successful team, but it will take a while to develop this culture. A success has these beliefs, value and traits:

Motivation, team spirit, a common purpose, trust, self confidence in yourself and your team mates, great work ethic (lots of hard work at training), analytical, leadership, discipline, pride, skilful, hard physically and mentally, bounce back from a setback, have to be able to step-up and character.

A champion team is never born, it becomes one. It has to be disciplined; it has to have ambition, pride and passion. We have to take one game at a time and three values, “Heart, Pride and Toughness” I think sums it up.

A quote from Robbie Dean's talking about the Australian team after they won against Ireland.

 “Success in any team-orientated sport comes down to a willingness to listen, learn, contribute and work with others.

 These traits are present in this group.”
