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Reds announce eight players for Scholarship Program

Monday, 2 March 2009

Queensland Rugby has announced the eight junior players to participate in the 2009 Reds Rugby Scholarship Program.

The program mentors the best senior schoolboy talent in Queensland and works in conjunction with other development initiatives, including the Junior Reds program Regional Rugby College and the ARU National Talent Squad.

QR Reds High Performance Rugby Manager Ben Whitaker says the players are identified through school or club rugby and are then provided with elite coaching and the necessary steps to succeed throughout the professional ranks.

“It’s a program we run for outstanding schoolboy players,” Whitaker said.

“The reward is to attach them in some way to the Reds, so then they see we are working with them and hopefully they then aspire to playing for the Reds once they leave school.”

As well as cash incentives, Investec Super 14 match tickets and clothing, players will also be involved in the highest level development program, which includes mentoring from present and past Reds.

“They get the opportunity to train with the QR Reds in school holiday times,” he said.

“They are also involved in QAS Reds Academy sessions as well and get some specialist coaching by some of our coaches here throughout the year.”

The program also supports the players away from the training paddock.

“They’re a great bunch of kids and I think that’s one of the key things we look at,” Whitaker said.

“They’re not only talented footballers but they look to achieve away from the football field, so hopefully the program can support them being even better in those areas.”

While the program enters only its second year, it has already proved to be a successful pathway for 2008 squad members, with many of the scholarship holders upgrading into the Academy. But Whitaker is adamant that selection in the program doesn’t guarantee a free passage into any further honours. “One of the things we stress is that it doesn’t set them up or guarantee them anything. “We’re showing a specific interest in these eight players and we hope that one day they graduate to be a Red, but at the same time we’ve made it clear to them that there’s no guarantee for them in any team, whether it be this year at school or Academy the next year.”

STATE CUP & Match Report

The Logan Saints took an important step forwards in terms of performance despite going down to 29 – 7 against reigning premiers Easts in their State Cup rugby union clash on the weekend.The Saints were looking to improve on their 41 – 5 loss to Sunnybank last week and despite the scoreline, Logan achieved this goal by putting together a much more cohesive performance against last year’s Premier grade champions. A strong performance from the forwards highlighted by a powerful display from lock Josh Robertson paved the way for the improved Saints performance and the backs as a whole looked much more composed in the second week of the competition. Stand out players in the Saints backline was centre Colin Beer and full-back Elliot Lacaz. But despite the positives, a number of errors at critical stages released the pressure from Easts, who managed to score three opportunistic tries to put the match out the Saints’ reach, despite a strong try from Saints winger Richie Collins. Saints’ coach Mark Forrester was impressed with the turnaround despite the result. “At the end of the day, we’re taking a step up and playing against the some of the best rugby sides in the country in the State Cup and we’ve got to keep that in perspective,” said Forrester. “What was pleasing about the result was it showed a dramatic improvement from the way we played last week.” “We’ve got Souths next week and we’re really looking forward to keeping the improvement going and really giving them a contest.  “We’ve shown that we’ve got a pack which can match it with anyone and we’ve just got to eliminate some fundamental errors at important stages of the game and the we’ll make inroads on the scoreboard.”

The Logan Saints continue their State Cup campaign next week with a home match against Souths with kick-off scheduled for 3.00pm.

Rockhampton has claimed the first big scalp of the new Queensland Rugby State Cup, beating Premier club Queensland University 18-17 in Round 2.

The victory in front of their home crowd at Rugby Park in Rockhampton was not the only upset of the round, with the Gold Coast No 2 side pulling off a 27-all draw with Sunnybank.

In other matches, GPS beat Cairns 34-7 in their second long distance day trip in as many weeks, Wests beat Townsville 24-15, Easts beat Logan City 29-7 and the Gold Coast Breakers were too strong for the Darling Downs, winning 39-15. The objective of the State Cup is to provide more top level rugby opportunities and a point of comparison for teams aspiring to Premier level and to give Premier clubs a more structured pre-season preparation.
