QRU REDS V JAPAN

The QR Reds will play Japan side in a midweek match at Ballymore on the night of Wednesday, June 10, in what will be the final trial for Japan’s campaign for the iRB Pacific Nations Cup. QR Reds Head Coach Phil Mooney said his team will be made up of contracted QR Reds, QAS Reds Academy and Premier club players not involved with the Wallabies or Australia’s Under 20 campaign. “We’ll run the best available squad of 22. It’ll certainly provide another opportunity for some players to test themselves at a higher level.” Performance Rugby Manager Ben Whitaker said the match was requested by Japan coach John Kirwan’s team to give the squad a trial before the Pacific Nations Cup.

The Pacific Nations Cup will also feature Fiji, Samoa, Tonga and the Junior All Blacks. The curtain raiser will be a match between Brisbane Adventist College and Northside Christian College, who also play in the QRU-fostered Independent Colleges Shield.

Please abide by this, as well as the clubs Code of Conduct, which can be viewed on our Website
Code of Conduct
All participants in the game are bound: (g) not to repeatedly breach the Laws of the Game relating to Foul Play or Misconduct;(h) not to abuse, threaten or intimidate a referee, touch judge or other match official, whether on or off the field, or a selector, coach, manager or other team official;(i) not to show unnecessary obvious dissension, displeasure or disapproval towards a referee, touch judge or other match official, his or her decision or generally following a decision of a match official; (j) not to use crude or abusive language or gestures towards referees, touch judges or other match officials or spectators; (k) not to do anything which is likely to intimidate, offend, insult or humiliate another participant on the ground of the religion, sexual orientation, disability, race, colour or national or ethnic origin of the person; (l) not to conduct themselves in any manner, or engage in any activity, whether on or off the field, that would impair public confidence in the honest and orderly conduct of matches and competitions or in the integrity and good character of participants; and (m) not to do anything which adversely affects or reflects on or discredits the game, the ARU, any Member Union or Affiliated Union of the ARU, or any squad, team, competition, tournament, sponsor, official supplier or licensee, including, but not limited to, any illegal activity.

PREVIEW: Qantas Wallabies vs Barbarians

It sounds like the start of a joke you might hear late at night at one of the many pubs dotting the streets of nearby Paddington: “Did you hear the one about the 10 Kiwis, four Aussies, couple of South Africans, pair of French men, three Poms, one Samoan and an Irishman who came to the Sydney Football Stadium to play the Qantas Wallabies?”
The punchline is yet to be written but it could easily be: “They played some great Rugby and won.”
Although as a set up for a joke they sound like a motley band, when the united nations on show has some of the greatest ever players to pull on a Rugby jersey – including no less than seven All Blacks and three Wallabies – with a combined total of a staggering 775 Test caps, it’s clear the Men of gold aren’t in for an easy Saturday evening.
And this Barbarians team mean business. Last Saturday they pumped a young English side, minus their Lions stars, 33-26 at Twickenham and as much as Barbarians captain that day, and former Lion himself, Martin Corry, might be talking about a relaxed approach to the game – the BaaBaas will be determined to do the same against the Wallabies.
 
If the last meeting between these sides is any indication – a bruising 18-11 victory to the Wallabies at Wembley in December – Saturday’s battle for the Nick Shehadie Cup will be as hard fought as any Test match.
And there are many in this Barbarians side who know how to beat the Wallabies.
The sole two survivors of that Baa Baas team last year – All Blacks legends Chris Jack and Jerry Collins – have beaten the Wallabies 18 times between them at just 25 attempts. That’s a winning record of over 70%.
Throw in scrumhalf Justin Marshall (11 wins over the Wallabies), flyhalf Luke McAlister (4) and prop Greg Somerville (also 11) – and the Baa Baas are already up to nearly a half century of triumphs against the Men of Gold – and that’s just the Kiwi contingent.
They can also draw upon the inside knowledge of two of the greatest Wallabies of recent years – flankers Rocky Elsom and Saturday night's captain Phil Waugh – both members of the Men of Gold squads under Robbie Deans, who no doubt will be a fount of knowledge for their team mates on just how to overcome the home team.
Indeed Elsom, Man of the Match in Leinster’s recent Heineken Cup triumph, on current form would be perhaps the best loose forward on the planet and if he tears into the Wallabies like he tore into Leicester in that Heineken Cup final, the Men of Gold will have their hands full.
It’s a much changed Wallabies line up from that night in Wembley with only Adam Ashley-Cooper, George Smith and Richard Brown retained from the starting line up. 
Deans has paid the Barbarians the ultimate compliment by picking a near first choice line up, with young guns Quade Cooper and 18-year-old James O’Connor, who started in London, coming off the bench tonight.
 Perhaps the two most excited men in the SFS on Saturday evening will be Western Force flanker Matt Hodgson, who has come from nowhere to claim the Wallabies No.6 jersey, and Barbarians back Sonny Bill Williams, making his Rugby Union debut in Australia at a venue where he played so many impressive matches in the other code. Hodgson has earned his spot after a dynamic Super 14 and has been given his chance by Deans as he is perfectly suited to exploiting the new breakdown laws, which the master coach played a large role in bringing into being. 
 As for Williams, his clash with Wallabies captain Stirling Mortlock should be breath-taking as the young New Zealander takes his first steps towards a long dreamed of All Blacks jersey.
 And Waratahs legend Chris Whitaker, a team-mate of Elsom at Leinster, completes a unique double after playing for the Wallabies against the Barbarians in Cardiff in 2001.
Although both teams will be keen to entertain a large crowd with some open, running Rugby the game will be won, like most matches, in two key areas - upfront and at the breakdown.
Both areas will be extremely tightly contested with the (fast becoming) regular Wallabies front row of Benn Robinson, Stephen Moore and Al Baxter – looking to pick up where they left off in 2008 against a Springbok-France-All Blacks trio of prop BJ Botha, hooker Sebastien Bruno and Clarke Dermody.
If the Wallabies’ combination could have the edge there – at the breakdown the Tahs duo of Elsom and Waugh (who are both set to re-join the Wallabies camp on Sunday) will be desperate to get the edge on George Smith and Hodgson in the battle for gold loose forward jerseys. The Wallabies are a prize-scalp in world Rugby and there will be 22 Barbarians absolutely desperate to claim that scalp on Saturday night. The punch line to that old joke, and just who’s left smiling, will be revealed then.
